Also, the corments in the Get |Info box
di sappear. How can | fix this?
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M crosoft Wrd is one of the few prograns that conpletely rewites an existing
docunent when it saves, rather than updating the original. This deletes the
customicon and the Get Info conments fromthe file. But the file is stil
marked to use a customicon, and the Finder deals with this by assigning it the
generi ¢ docunent icon

To fix the icon, use ResEdit or another resource utility to reset the "Use
customicon" bit to off. Pasting in a customicon will not fix the problem you
will get the error nessage "The conmand coul d not be conpl eted because an error
of type -39 occurred."

Here is a workaround for Word files saved in nornmal format (this doesn't work
for Wrd text files):

1) In Mcrosoft Wrd, choose Conmands fromthe Edit nenu
2) Choose Fast Save Enabl ed, and click Add.

3) Save the change, replacing the current Wrd Settings.
4) Cancel out of the Commands wi ndow.

5) Under Ms Wrd's Edit Menu, nake sure Fast Save Enabl ed has a check next
toit.

6) You should now be able to change the document without |osing the custom
i con.
