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System 7 requires a SCSI hard drive. The Non-SCSI HD20 is therefore not
supported by System 7.

(We have seen cases where the HD20s did work with System 7. However, HD20s
were never tested with System 7. W have found that sonetines they work
fine, and sonetines they don't work at all.)

It is not possible to run Apple HD SC Setup on the HD20s. Therefore, you cannot

update the driver. This will absolutely not allow virtual menory or file
sharing to work on these drives.
