There are several ways to renove a corrupt AppleShare PDS file.

If you are using System 7.5.3 on an AppleShare File Server

Fol | ow t he steps bel ow

Step 1
Quit the Appl eShare application.

Step 2
Choose the Find... conmand in the File menu.

Step 3

In the Find Items section, choose "on |ocal disks" in the pop-up nmenu. In the
two pop-up nenus bel ow, choose fromleft to right, nane, and contains, then
enter PDS in the field on the right.

Step 4
Click Mre Choices

Step 5

Press and hold the option key while you click and hold the size pop-up nenu,
choose visibility. In the pop-up nenu under the field you entered PDS, choose
i nvi si bl e.

Step 6
Cick Find.

The hit-list is presented in the Items Found wi ndow, and there should be an
Appl eShare PDS file for each volume on a Mac OS server. Cick and drag the
volune's PDS file listed to the trash. You should receive the nmessage "The file
can not be left in the trash. Delete it now?" Cick OK

Step 8
Reset access privileges by using the Appl eShare Adnmi n application.

If you are using ResEdit or third-party utility

If you have ResEdit or a third-party utility, like Norton Disk Editor, that is
capabl e to change the visibility of a file, and you are skilled in using this
application, follow these steps:

Step 1
Quit the AppleShare application.

Step 2
Use ResEdit or the third-party utility to make the AppleShare PDF file visible.
Quit the application.

Step 3
Drag the AppleShare PDF file to the trash.

Step 4
Choose Enpty Trash fromthe Special nenu.

Step 5
Choose Restart fromthe Special nenu.

Step 6
Reset access privileges using Appl eShare Adm n.

If you are not using System 7.5.3 on an Appl eShare File Server or ResEdit

If you are not using System 7.5.3, and you do not have ResEdit or third-party
utility, follow these directions:

NOTE: These directions will require you to have your AppleShare serial nunber
available if you are using Appl eShare version 4 or newer.

Step 1
Quit the AppleShare application.

Step 2
At the root level of your hard drive, choose New Folder fromthe File menu.

Step 3
Nane the new folder "Ad Users & Groups" or sonething simlar.

Step 4



Open the System Fol der, open the Preferences folder, find the Users & G oups
Data File.

Step 5
Drag the Users & Groups Data File fromthe Preferences folder to the new fol der
you created above.

Step 6
Launch the Appl eShare Adnmin which is usually located in the Apple Menu. Enter
the server information including the serial nunber if pronpted.

Step 7
Quit the Appl eShare Admi n.

Step 8

Move the Users & Groups Data File fromthe folder you created in Step 2 above to
the Preferences folder in the System Fol der. You should see the nmessage "An item
naned 'Users & Groups Data File' already exists in this location. Do you want to
replace it with the one you're noving?" dick K

Step 9

Agai n | aunch Appl eShare Adm n. You should see this nmessage for every vol une you
have on your server, "All access privileges on the volunme nanmed (vol ume nane)
have been lost. You will need to reset access privileges for this volunme." dick
OK. A new Appl eShare PDS file has been created for your server.

Step 10
Reset all access privileges while in Appl eShare Adm n.
