Connectix: Enabler Patch (4/93)

The purpose of this article is to clear up the confusion regarding the
"Enabl er patch" (rel eased by Connectix), which patches a specific ROM
routine (GetlndResource) to change its behaviour when an invalid paraneter
is passed to that routine.

When a negative index is passed to GetlndResource, |ow nmenory gl obals can
beconme corrupted, which will lead to a systemerror. There is no situation
where a negative index should be passed to this routine. Instead of
changi ng the code that passes a negative index to GetlndResource, Connectix
chose to nodify the behavior of the GetlndResource routine with their

pat ch.

Appl e does not support or recommend the enabl er patch distributed by
Connecti x. The patch has not been conpletely tested, and it causes new
conpatibility problens with other third-party software. Custoners with
further questions on the enabler patch should contact Connecti x.

There has been additional confusion between Apple's Hardware Systens Update
and Connectix's patch, partly because they were rel eased at about the sane
time. The Hardware Systens Update rel eased in February does not patch

Get I ndResource. There was a problemwi th Apple File Exchange on a few
machi nes where Apple File Exchange had the same problem of passing an
invalid index to GetlndResource. The Hardware Systens Update fixes Apple
Fil e Exchange on these systens. It does not nodify GetlndResource.
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
