3) Double-click the Systemfile. A w ndow appears, displaying
i ndi vidual fonts installed in the system

Note: To group all fonts together in the list, choose by Kind from
the Vi ew nenu.

4) Select the fonts you want to renove, using one of these nethods:
* Selection Rectangle
a) Press the nouse button when the pointer is in a blank space in
t he System wi ndow, and continue pressing the button while you

nove t he nouse.

b) You'll see a selection rectangle formas you drag the pointer
over the nanmes of the fonts you want to sel ect.

c) When you rel ease the nouse button, the names of the selected
fonts becone highlighted

o Shift-clicking

a) Wiile pressing the Shift key, nove the pointer over a font you
wi sh to select, and click the nouse button once.



b) Continue pressing the Shift key and click on each font you want
sel ect ed.

c) Rel ease the Shift key.

5) Move the pointer over one of the highlighted fonts, press the nouse
button and hold it while you drag the fonts to the Trash.

6) Choose Enmpty Trash fromthe Special menu.
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
