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I can't renane the hard di sk on nmy Maci ntosh running System 7 or System 7.0. 1;
or | changed the Macintosh hard disk icon to a customicon. | chose "Get I|Info"
under the Finder's File nmenu and pasted in another icon. | couldn't clear or
change back to the original icon

What causes this and what can be done to fix it other than conpletely
reinitializing the hard di sk?
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First ensure that you aren't running File Sharing, and you don't have the hard
drive shared. Even if you do not set the sharing permnissions for a particular
vol ume, File Sharing still makes all volumes available to the owner for renote
access. To change the nane of a nounted volume, turn File Sharing off with the
Sharing Setup Control Panel, renanme the disk, then turning File Sharing back on
agai n.

If an AppleShare File or Print Server software is running and you can't change
the nane of a nounted volunme, then quit the sever software, rename the disk,
then start the server software again.

If File Sharing or AppleShare Server software is not on, then the problemis
with versions of System7 prior to 7.0.1 where vol une nanmes and i cons sonetines
can't be changed. If you are a System 7.0 user and are having trouble renam ng
your hard disk or a folder, you may need Renane Rescue. The probl em was
corrected in System7.0.1 and | ater.

Renanme Rescue is a small application that unl ocks the nanme of fol ders and
vol umes.

How To Use It

If file sharing or AppleShare server software is on, turn it off.

Fromthe Finder, select the itens that need to be unlocked and drag them onto



t he Renane Rescue icon. You nmay select one or many itens at a tinme. The Finder
wi |l autonmatically highlight Rename Rescue’'s icon. |f Rename Rescue was not
already started, it will open at this time, attenpt to unlock, present a dialog
for each itemreporting the results. It will then automatically quit.

The possible results are:

e The item can not be renaned because it is being shared.

e The itemcan not be renaned because it is a Systemreserved fol der
e The itemwas al ready renaneabl e.

e The itemis now renaneabl e.

After Renane Rescue unl ocks the itens, you should restart your Macintosh so the
Finder will recognize the change.

Techni cal Information (how folders get |ocked in the first place)

The nanes of folders or volunmes nmay get inadvertently | ocked on a computer
running System7.0. For this to happen, several things nmust occur. Unless al
of these things have occurred, you will probably not need Renane Rescue.

e The volume or folder is (or was) used on a drive connected to a
conputer running System 7.0 (the problemis corrected in System7.0.1
and newer).

e The volume or folder was shared with a conputer running System 6. X
(all versions of System 6) and the connection was unexpectedly

interrupted (power failure, crash, or inproper shutdown).

* Upon restart, the volunme and/or folder on the System 7.0 conputer may
not renaneabl e.
