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The Finder in systemsoftware version 7.0 or 7.0.1 is very simlar to the System
6 Multi Finder. (Note that there's only one environnent with System?7. It's
cal l ed Finder, but it has the features of the old MiltiFinder.)
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System 7 Finder additions and inprovenents are too numerous to nmention here, so
here's a short list to get you started.

Sone New Features of System 7

* System Fol der
Itens are organi zed into specific subfolders. Drag files onto the
cl osed System Fol der, and the System automatically installs themfor
you.

* Finder w ndows
In List view, folders and subfol ders are displayed hierarchically in
a single window Cick the triangle to expand or collapse a folder's
contents.

Cicking the zoom box opens w ndows just w de enough to see all the
contents. Wndows scroll when you nove itens beyond the boundaries.

* Apple menu
Just about anything can reside in this menu -- desk accessories,
docunents, applications, folders, aliases, control panel devices
(cdevs), even Appl eShare vol unes.

To put an itemin the Apple nmenu, drag it into the Apple Menu ltens
folder within the System Fol der.

» Desk Accessories
To install themunder the Apple nenu, drag the files onto the closed
System Folder. They're put in the Apple Menu Itens folder within the
Syst em Fol der.



 Fonts
Install them by dragging the files onto the System Folder. They're
put in the Systemfile.

* INITs and cdevs
INI Ts are call ed extensions under System 7. Extensions reside in the
Extensions folder within the System Fol der; cdevs reside in the
Control Panels folder within the System Fol der.

e Trash
The Trash functions as a folder. It doesn't enpty, even after you
shut down the conputer. It only enpti es when you choose Enpty Trash
fromthe Special nenu.

» Ball oon help
The Finder provides a formof interactive on-line help for you.
Cick the question mark icon at the far right of the nmenu bar.
Choose Show Bal | oons fromthe menu. Move the cursor over a w ndow,
fol der, docunment, or icon, and a pop-up ball oon gives you infornmation
about that item

Getting System I nfornmation

1) At the desktop, click the Apple nenu. You'll see About This
Maci ntosh... at the top of the nenu.

2) Choose About This Macintosh... fromthe Apple menu.

The wi ndow that appears is similar to the About the Finder... w ndow when you're
running Milti Finder in System6. It not only shows nenory allocated to the
System and Finder, but also to other prograns |oaded in RAM (Note that you can
scroll and nove this window.) You always want to see sone white space for
applications on this graphic baroneter.

To see the names of applications |oaded into RAM click the mini-icon at the far
right of the menu bar. The application nenu appears. The check mark shows

whi ch application you' re currently running.

Swi t chi ng Bet ween Applications

Mul ti Finder lets you switch between applications in several ways:

e Choose the application nanme fromthe Application nenu at the far
right of the nenu bar.

e Click the visible portion of another |ayer.
* Doubl e-click an application icon (even if di nmed).

e Drag the icon of a docunent onto the icon of an application (provided
t he application supports the docunent's fornmat).



Menory Al l ocation

As with System 6 , each application in System 7 gets its own nenory allocation
Even so, sonmetines you'll get a message that there isn't enough menmory to run
the program or that the application has unexpectedly quit. You can fix this by
changi ng the programis nenory allocation. Here's how

1) Quit the application (no need to do this if the application has
unexpectedly quit).

2) At the Desktop, select the application icon

3) Choose Cet Info fromthe File menu (or press Conmand-1).
The Get Info wi ndow appears.

4) Select the Current size box.

5) Type a new nunber in the box. Make sure the nunmber you use isn't
| ess than the Suggested size. It's best to increase the nenory size
by only 50K to 100K at a tinme. (You can always repeat the procedure
if it isn't enough.)

6) Close the Get Info w ndow.

You can now | aunch the application again. The application will get this new
menory size until you change it.

« If an extension doesn't work properly in the Extensions folder, try
noving it to the root |evel of the System Fol der

e Wiile in Finder windows, you can drag a narquee around several files
to select them

* You can navi gate without the nmouse by using the arrow keys or by
typing the first fewletters of the folder or file nane.

e Choose Finder Shortcuts fromthe Balloon Help nenu to get a list of
keyboard equi val ents for Finder operations.
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
