Rather, it neans the systemis creating a new System 7 Desktop
file on the hard disk. Afterwards, you may use your hard di sk as usual

When a hard disk is nmoved from System 7 back to System 6, you will notice a
few di fferences under System 6. First, you should rebuild the Desktop of

the hard di sk by hol ding down the Command and Option keys, while starting the
Finder. |If you don't do this, the first time you go back to System 6, sone

i cons may not appear properly.

You may al so notice two new fol ders which appear on your hard di sk under
System 6 which were not present under System 7. The first of these is the
Desktop folder which will contain any itens which you placed on the desktop
under System 7. The second fol der you will see under System 6 is the Trash
folder. This folder will contain any itens which were dragged to the Trash
(but not enptied) under System 7.
