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Because applications share available nmenory, your application nmay not have
enough nenory to open your document. You can easily increase the anount of
menory that your application uses with System 7, so that you can open and
work with any of your existing docunents.

Here is a procedure to increase application nenory:

1) Qit the application

2) Find and sel ect the application

3) Choose Get Info fromthe File nenu in the Finder.

4) At the bottomof the Info box is a field |abeled "Application Menory
Size." The nunber in this box is the amount of nmenory (like 1024K) used
by the application when you run it.

5) To increase the nmenory for this application, change the nunber in
the Application Menory Size field. For exanple, if you are running a
Maci nt osh conputer with 4MB of RAM you mght increase the number to
as much as about 3000K. Consult your application's manual for
speci fic recomendati ons.

O course, you can always add nore RAM nenory to the conputer
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
