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Wth what Apple PostScript printers will TrueType work?
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First, alittle history on TrueType and Post Scri pt:

The TrueType format places all PostScript devices into one of three class
cat egori es depending on the device and its TrueType capabilities. The
three classes are:

1) Class A devices are those with a TrueType scal er enbedded in the
Post Scri pt device (the ROM) For exanple, the LaserWiter I1f/1lg,
LaserWiter Pro 600/630, and the LaserWiter Select 360 all fall into
thi s category.

2) Class B devices are those that depend on the TrueType scaler to be
downl oaded to the device separately fromthe font itself. Mbst
third-party 680x0 PostScript printers and the LaserWiter Pro 810 fal
into this category.

3) Cass C devices do not have TrueType available in any form

Here's how TrueType works with Apple LaserWiter Printers:

LaserWiter

The original LaserWiter, containing a 68000 m croprocessor, can't print
TrueType. The TrueType rasterizer CANNOT be downl oaded to the origina
LaserWiter which has ROM version 1.0 (PostScript version 23.0). Thus, it
CANNOT print TrueType fonts. The TrueType rasterizer can only be

downl oaded to LaserWiters with PostScript version 38.0 or ABOVE

Post Scri pt version 38.0 or 47.0 ROVs are LaserWiter Plus ROVs which can be
installed on an original LaserWiter, nmaking it a LaserWiter Pl us.

In terns of which LaserWiter driver to use, version 6.1 or greater is
required to print TrueType.



LaserWiter Plus

The LaserWiter Plus, also 68000-based, does not downl oad the scal er code,
but TrueType will work. It converts TrueType code to encrypted Type 3
instructions (better known as unhinted Type 1) before delivering it to the
printer. Performance is slow due to nmenory nanagenent constraints in that
version of ROM Menory constraints affect perfornmance when converting and
downl oadi ng | arge nunbers of TrueType fonts.

LaserWiter |INT

The LaserWiter IINT, also 68000-based, downl oads the scal er code and
TrueType does work. The performance and handling of nultiple fonts is
faster than the previous printers but slower than the LaserWiter |INTX

LaserWiter I NTX and IINTX-J (Kanji version)

The LaserWiter I NTX and |1 NTX-J, which contain a 68020 mi croprocessor
downl oad the scal er code and TrueType does work. Perfornance and handling
with nmultiple fonts is faster than with the earlier printers. How nmuch
faster depends on the RAM avail abl e si ze.

Personal LaserWiter NTR

The TrueType Scaler is in ROMfor optinum TrueType font perfornmance.

LaserWiter IIf & 1lg

The TrueType Scaler is in ROMfor optinmum TrueType font performance.

LaserWiter Select 310

The LaserWiter Select 310 downl oads the scal er code and TrueType does work.

LaserWiter Pro 600 & 630

The TrueType Scaler is in ROMfor optinum TrueType font perfornmance.

LaserWiter Select 360

The TrueType Scaler is in ROMfor optinmum TrueType font performance.

LaserWiter Pro 810

The LaserWiter Pro 810 supports TrueType using the downl oaded scal er
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
