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The licensing agreenent for the TrueType fonts that ship with the various
printers covers a single user. Oher users can access sone of the fonts via
system software, but nust purchase the font pack if they want to use all the
avail abl e TrueType fonts that ship with the printers.

You can't legally convert the fonts to M5-DOS TrueType format. Using a

Maci nt osh-t o- Wndows font conversion application with a TrueType font isn't
covered under the licensing agreenent, and isn't legal at this tinme. W realize
that this creates an awkward situation for printers installed for nany users,
and in nixed environnents. Apple is working on a site licensing agreenent.

Monot ype Typography sells cross-platform TrueType font sets for the Macintosh
and PC. They have identical font sets for both environnments.
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
