SuperDrive and view the disk's contents fromthe Maci ntosh desktop —just as if
the floppy came from anot her Maci ntosh system When you double-click on a DOS or
Wndows file to open it, Macintosh Easy Qpen automatically searches for
applications and file translators that are capable of opening it and lists the
applications for you. Once an application is selected, Macintosh Easy Open
manages the translation and opening of the file.

Besi des offering built-in AppleTal k networking, Apple has consistently provided
conpatibility with all major networking and enterprise systens. Apple builds

Et hernet and Token Ring connectivity into its Mcintosh systens and al so
supports a range of options for connecting w th networks supporting |BMs SNA

pr ot ocol s.

Wth System 7.5, Apple is now building in support for TCP/IP (Transm ssion
Control Protocol/Internet Protocol), a major comunications protocol for UN X
networking that is inplenented pervasively in the higher education and research
conmunities. It is also the standard protocol for the Internet conmunications
network. TCP/IP networking protocols let nulti-vendor conputers conmunicate or
connect with each other over a network. MacTCP, which has been sol d standal one



as Apple's standard software inplenmentation of TCP/IP, lets you use your

Maci nt osh to access information on Cray superconputers, UN X and Sun

wor kst ati ons, VAX systens, and a variety of hosts. Building MacTCP into System
7.5 ensures that TCP/IP support is readily accessible to the broadest base of
Maci nt osh cust oners.

DOS Conpatibility Card

If you own a Centris or Quadra 610, you can use the original DOS Conpatibility
Card, which allows you to have a real Intel x486SX processor inside your
Maci nt osh conputer.

If you own a Power Macintosh 6100, you can use the DOS Conpatibility Card for

t he Power Macintosh. This card provides the same functionality of the orginal
DOS Conpatibility Card, but adds Sound Bl aster capabilities, Wndows 3.1, and an
Intel x486DX processor.

If you own a Macintosh 630 conputer, a DOS Conpatibility Card functionally
identical to the Power Macintosh DOS Conpatibility Card is avail abl e.

These cards give you the advantage of using both MsS-DOS/ Wndows and the Mac OS
wi t hout a decrease in the Macintosh OS performance.

Third-Party Options

If you have a Power Maci ntosh system wth System 7.5 you can have an additi onal
| evel of conpatibility with DOS and W ndows using enul ati on provi ded by
Sof t Wndows from Insignia Solutions. SoftWndows cones both as a native PowerPC
application, and a 68040 application. Both versions emulate an Intel x86
processor and lets you run DOS and Wndows applications on top of the standard
MacCS.

I nsignia Solutions al so provides SoftPC and SoftPC Professional for Mcintosh
owners wi thout a Power PC or 68040 Processor.

DOS on Mac by Rely Corporation comes in several configurations depending on the
nodel Maci ntosh you own. This card is simlar to the Apple DOS Conpatibility
Card, since it provides a hardware solution to run Ms-DOS/ W ndow applications.

As a DOS and W ndows user you can retain your investnent in DOS and W ndows data
and take advantage of all the additional capabilities of the Power Macintosh
pl at form
