Even if you are not part of a network, you can
install PowerTal k Personal Gateway Software (available fromthird parties) to
get easy access to fax, pager, and e-mail services, as well as the Internet.

Power Tal k puts everything you need to communicate in one place. You can organi ze
i nformati on needed to collaborate — such as el ectroni c addresses, phone and fax
nunbers, and supporting notes — in easy-to-access catal ogs that you can take
with you wherever you go. Your DigiSign “signer” can also travel with you
enabl i ng you to approve and verify docunents —even when you are on the road.

Power Tal k was specifically designed for those of you who frequently connect to a
network, work off-line, and then reconnect at a later time. Wth PowerTal k, you
can quickly and easily copy mail froma server, read it off-1ine, and conpose
replies. When you reconnect to the network, all nessages are sent

aut onatical ly.
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
