Once selected, a list of connected devices will be present, clicking on your
cartridge drive will place a check mark next to it indicating that the driver
for that device will be |oaded at restart.

To unmount and ej ect a renovable nedia cartridge, drag the device's icon to the
Trash. Once the device has spun down and the red |ight goes out, you can
manual |y eject the cartridge fromthe drive. To access a renovable nedia
cartridge that has been ejected, sinply reinsert the cartridge in the drive.

VWhen initializing and formatting Bernoulli and SyQuest cartridges on a
PC-conpati bl e computer, use the disk setup and partitioning software that cane
with the SCSI controller card installed in your PC or that cane with your
Bernoul | i or SyQuest device. Do not use the MsS-DOS Fdi sk command to initialize
a renovabl e nedia cartridge. In addition, you should use the Ms-DOS For nat
conmmand to format the di sk before you copy DOS files to a newWy initialized
renmovabl e medi a cartridge on a PC

When you initialize a renovable nedia cartridge on a PC-conpati ble conputer, you
must fully partition, initialize, and erase the cartridge using the software



that came with your SCSI controller card or renpvabl e nmedi a device.

If you do

not, PC Exchange may not recognize the new DOS-fornmat partitions on that

cartridge.
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
