Set your computer to turn on and/or off at a specified tinme on a daily basis or
on a specified date. Only for systens with soft power on technol ogy introduced
with the Macintosh ||

Aut oRenmount er - Power Book nodel s except 100, 140, 145, 145B, 170

Lets a PowerBook sleep without a warning dial og box appearing about | osing
network services.

Adj ust Brightness of screen through control panel for computers with soft
bri ght ness control such as the Classic and Cassic Il

Button Disabler - Performa and LC 500, 5200, 5300, and 5260
