The new version will ship on
Septenber 16, 1994 and is fully conpatible with System 7.5.

MODE32 is a system extension and control panel that enables Macintosh I, 11X,
I1cx and SE/ 30 conputers to use standard System 7 32-bit addressing. This
feature is otherw se unavail abl e on these Maci ntosh nodels, yet is needed to run
System 7.5. MODE32 is only designed for use on these four Macintosh conputers.

As of this release Apple is officially dropping devel opnent support for its

i nternal |l y-devel oped 32-bit addressing solution for these nodels. Apple's 32-Bit
System Enabl er is not conpatible with System 7.5, and no additional versions of
this Enabler are expected to be rel eased.

Users may obtain information about acquiring, installing, and using MODE32 from
Appl e at 800- SOS- APPL. Users nay al so continue to contact Apple Conputer
regardi ng conpatibility problenms of Mcintosh products with 32-bit addressing.
However, they should report conpatibility issues appearing to relate
specifically to MODE32 directly to Connecti x.

MODE32 7.5 has been licensed to Apple for unlimted, free distribution
Connectix retains all right, title and interest in the product itself. As with
prior versions of MODE32, users may freely downl oad copies fromthe Connecti x
Appl eLi nk, America Online, or ConpuServe BBS foruns. They nay al so get MODE32
from many Appl e deal ers, user groups, or, for a handling fee, directly from
Connecti x.

Users may copy and distribute System 7 conpatibl e versions of MODE32 to others.
Any handling or other conmercial fees nmust be approved by Connecti Xx.
International users may contact their |ocal Connectix distributor for

i nfornmati on about how to obtain a copy.



Connectix will work to maintain MODE32 conpatibility with future versions of
System 7, and will revise the version nunber to match the highest version nunber
of System 7 software which has been qualified as conpatible with MODE32. If a
version can be devel oped for Macintosh Systens subsequent to System 7.x, users
may be asked to pay an upgrade fee or purchase a new product.
