On the Macintosh System 7.5 Group Upgrade CD, in the Administrator Tools folder
in the Network Access folder is the Network Access.inage Disk Copy file. Wth
this file you can create a startup floppy disk with network software for doing
network installs froma server. The Read Me file is bel ow

Read Me for Network Access Disk

The Network Access Disk is a startup disk that works on all Maci ntosh conputers.
It also contains the m ninmum software required to connect to a server. This disk
will allowyou to performa net install of systemsoftware and other sinple
tasks, such as "blessing" a system fol der

| MPORTANT: This di sk does not have a full systemon it and nmay not properly
support all applications. It was designed for starting up all Macintosh
conputers (newer than the Maci ntosh Plus), running the Finder, the Chooser, and
the Installer.

This disk contains the software necessary to connect to a server using Local Tal k
cabl e. The Local Tal k connection nmust be to the printer port. The Responder
resources are not on the disk.

The di sk al so contains the software necessary to connect to a server using
Et her Tal k. Al Apple Ethernet cards are supported.

The Network Access di sk does not contain any of the software necessary to
support token ring network connections.

The only sound on the disk is the Sinple Beep. The Sound control panel is not
provided, but it will work if you open it from another disk. The only action you

can take is setting the volune for the single alert sound.

The fonts on the disk are Chicago 12, Geneva 9 and 12, and Monaco 9. These fonts



and sizes will support npst any situation that this disk supports. If a w ndow
is set to display a different font or size, substitution and scaling may nake
the text ook less than ideal; this is only cosnetic and will do no harm

The systemon this di sk does not support printing.
Nei t her Appl e Guide nor Balloon help is on the disk.

How to use this disk

For situations in which the system has become corrupted, but the hard disk is
usable, it is possible to reinstall the systemsoftware by starting up fromthis
di sk. When startup is conplete, you can select the Chooser fromthe Apple Menu
and connect to a renote server that has the net install software. (You can al so
use an alias to the server instead of the Chooser.)

If the hard disk is not usable, try repairing it with the D sk Tools disk, then
restart with the Network Access Disk.

In sone cases, you may wish to install a conpletely new systemon the hard disk
whil e | eaving the existing System Folder intact. To do this, first open the

exi sting System Fol der and drag the Systemfile into any other folder. This
"de- bl esses" the current systemfolder. (Note: Previously hiding the Finder
woul d acconplish this, but hiding the Systemfile is now the only acceptable

net hod.) To conpl ete the de-bl essing, you must close the System Fol der and
verify that the Finder no | onger displays the special System Fol der icon
Finally, change the System Folder's nane. During the installation, the Installer
will create a new System Fol der.

Speci fic disk contents

The di sk contains the sane nmininmumcore systemfile that is used on the D sk
Tool s disk and the Install 1 disk. The system additionally contains the
resources for Local Tal k Port B and Ether Tal k.

The Finder is the same mni num conpressed version that is used on the Disk Tools
di sk.

The ot her supporting files are the Chooser, the Network control panel

Appl eShare, and EtherTal k Phase 2. Al of these files are identical to the
versions included in System 7.5, except that they are conpressed and have had
their color icons renmoved for space. These files will not work with any system
version prior to 7.5.

There is also an alias to the Network control panel in the Apple Menu Itens
fol der for your convenience.

Ti ps and shortcuts

If you always install fromthe same server, consider making an alias for it and
adding it to the Apple Menu Itens folder or the Startup Itens fol der

If you only use aliases to connect to servers, you may renove the Chooser from



t he di sk.

If you never have to switch between Local Tal k and EtherTal k, you may renove the
Net wor k control panel. You may also renove the alias to it fromthe Apple Menu
Itens fol der.

If you use only Local Tal k, you may renove the EtherTal k Phase 2 file fromthe
di sk.

After analyzing your needs and renoving files that you don't need, you may be
able to free enough space for other files that are nore inportant to you. For
exanpl e, consider trading the Network control panel for the Apple CD-ROM dri ver
fromthe Di sk Tool s disk.

Be aware of the need for applications and control panels to wite preference
files to the disk; there is very little free space.

If you use the Chooser, the disk nust renain unlocked for it to wite the
Appl eShare Prep file.

WARNI NG

The Chooser wites configuration data to itself that may require as nuch as 7K
of disk space. If there is not enough di sk space avail able, the Chooser nmay
become corrupted. If this happens, the next time you attenpt to use the Chooser
you will see error code -39. To correct this, you will need to create another
copy of this disk fromthe original image.
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
