That is, the time and date
continuously change with a change del ay of about half a second.
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We are aware of sone Macintosh conmputers exhibiting this type of problem when
System 7.5 is installed on a Macintosh with the SuperCd ock control pane
previously installed.

We recomend di sabl i ng SuperC ock, or any extension that puts the tine/date in
the menu bar. The Date & Tine control panel offers this type of functionality.
As an alternative, you can turn off the Menubar Clock in the Date & Time control
panel .
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
