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The Network Control Panel is not nornmally pre-installed on a Maci ntosh system
that only has Local Tal k capability.

On a nachine, such as a Quadra or Power Macintosh that cones with built-in
Ethernet, it will be pre-installed since there are two network interfaces to
choose between: Local Tal k or Ether Tal k.

In the Maci ntosh Performa |ine of conputers, Ethernet is usually an optiona
capability. The exception to this rule is the Performa 61xx series which al
have built-in Ethernet. However, unlike nost Maci ntosh nodels, the Perfornma
nodel s usually will have the Network control panel pre-installed whether they
have built-in Ethernet or not.
