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Some customers have reported that they can find Part | of the Maci ntosh Tutori al
on their hard drives, but cannot find Part Il anywhere either on the System 7.5
CD-ROM or on the hard drive.
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Part | and Part 11 of the Macintosh Tutorial were created in different
applications and saved as different types of documents, which is causing the
conf usi on.

Install ation

To make sure that the Macintosh Tutorial runs correctly, you nust first run the
Maci nt osh Tutorial Installer fromthe System7.5 CD that cane with your
Maci nt osh conputer. To run the Installer, double-click its icon and sel ect
Install (onto your hard drive).

Not e:
The Maci ntosh Tutorial does not cone on the System 7.5 floppy disks; it only
cones on the System 7.5 CD

The software installs a file called Macintosh Tutorial (an Apple Guide file) and
a folder called Tutorial Itens into the Extensions fol der inside the System
Fol der. You cannot run the Macintosh Tutorial programdirectly fromthe CD

Correct Way to Run Tutori al

Fromthe Finder, At Ease Not Installed

Sel ect the Macintosh Tutorial option in the Help menu (the balloon with a
qguestion mark in the upper right of the Menu Bar). This opens an Apple CGuide
screen giving you the option to open Part | or Part Il. If you select Part |
Appl e Guide automatically opens the MacroMnd Director file and runs through



it.

When you quit or finish Part I, it takes you back to the initial Apple Guide

Maci nt osh Tutorial screen, where you can select either Part | or Part Il. If you
select Part Il, the tutorial starts into an Apple Guide tutorial (not MacroM nd
Director). In other words, Part Il is encapsulated in the Macintosh Tutori al

Apple Guide file while Part | is a stand-alone MacroMnd Director file.

Fromthe Finder, At Ease Installed

If At Ease is installed, the conputer nust be set to Go to the Finder at startup
in order to properly access the Maci ntosh Tutorial through Apple Guide. If you
are running At Ease, and your conputer goes into At Ease at startup rather than
the Finder, then you do not have access to the Apple Guide. In this case, the
only access to Macintosh Tutorial is through the Tutorial Itens fol der, which
does not find Part Il because it is an Apple Guide file, not a MacroM nd
Director file.

Incorrect Way to Run Tutori al

Many users try to run the tutorial fromwthin the Tutorial Itens fol der instead
of using the Help menu. This folder contains a MacroMnd Director file called
Maci nt osh Tutorial Part | and its associated data files. If you double click on

Part |, it opens and runs Part | of the tutorial. Wen you get to the end or
quit in the mddle, it takes you back to the Finder w thout the option of going
to Part Il. This is not the way the Macintosh Tutorial was intended to be used.

It was only intended to be run fromw thin Apple Guide.

You cannot run the tutorial fromthe CO-ROMw thout first installing it onto
your hard drive. Nor can you properly run the Macintosh Tutorial frominside the
System Fol der by doubl e-clicking on the Part | MacroMnd Director file. For the
tutorial to run properly, you nmust run it fromthe Help Menu. This is the only
way you can "find" and run Part Il of the tutorial.
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
