Locate the section named "Fol der Protection" in the |ower |eft corner
Click the box to the left of either or both sections to renpve the "X

NOTE:

If the words "Protect System Folder" and "Protect Applications Folder" are
grayed or dinmed, then you will need to turn File Sharing off in the Sharing
Setup control panel before you can change the fol der protection features.

You can now renove itens fromthe folders you have changed.
Updating to System7.5.1 with System 7.5 Update 1.0 changes the text of the

message to be clearer and indicates howto turn off the protection feature.
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
