Preferences specific to the Finder are also set via
Control Panels, but are stored in a file called Finder Preferences located in
the Preferences folder, in the System Fol der

Wth the exception of virtual menory, these paraneters nmay be reset by deleting
the Finder Preferences file, which is located in the Preferences fol der inside
the System Fol der. Since System 7.5 does not let this file be nodified if it is
on the start-up disk, you need to disable it instead. To do this, drag the

Fi nder Preferences file out of the Preferences folder and restart the Macintosh.
System 7 creates a new Finder Preferences with default values autonatically. You
may then delete the old Finder Preferences file.

NOTE: The Virtual Menory, File Sharing, and W ndow Col or settings are stored
with their respective Control Panel files and cannot be reset using these

nmet hods. Virtual Menory and File Sharing can be tenporarily disabled, however,
by pressing the Shift Key while starting the Macintosh. Hold the key down until
“Extensions O f” appears in the “Wl cone to Maci ntosh” screen
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
