Restart your Macintosh and hold down the Space Bar until the Extensions Manager
control panel opens.

Use the pull down nenu in the Extensions Manager to choose "All Of"

Scroll down to the Control Panels section of the Extensions Manager w ndow and
click the Maci ntosh Easy Open itemto put a check mark by it.

Cl ose the Extensions Manager w ndow by clicking on the close box in the upper
[ eft corner.

I mredi ately hold down the Command (Apple) and Option keys until you see the

Once you have determ ned everything is working normally, you can go back to the
Ext ensi ons Manager and turn on all the extensions you usually use. You need to
restart to have the reactivated extensions | oad.
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
