This issue has al so been noticed with sone other applications which nake the
sanme system check and automatically activate AppleTal k such as sone versions of
the foll ow ng: Adobe Pagenmaker, Macronedia Freehand, Quark XPress, {d oba
Vil l age Fax Software, and others.
