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Maci ntosh Guide is a System 7.5.x Apple Guide help file which is accessed

t hrough the Guide nenu (the question mark in upper right hand corner of your
screen) while you are in the Finder. The Finder is the operating environment
whi ch shows your desktop icons, such as your Trash can. The Macintosh CGuide is
not displayed as an option if you are currently in another application. If the
application devel oper included it, you would find a Guide file for that
application in place of the Macintosh Guide.

You can determ ne whether the Finder is the current application by clicking on
the Application nenu (to the right of the question mark in the nenu bar). The
currently-running application will have a check-mark next to it. |[If Finder does
not have a check-mark next to it, drag down to it, and rel ease the nmouse. You
shoul d then be able to click on the Hel p nenu and see Maci ntosh Gui de.

If Macintosh Guide is not an option in the Guide Menu, it may have been
di sabl ed. For Macintosh Guide to be an option, these two files nmust be present
in the Extensions fol der of your System Fol der

e Appl e Guide
* Maci ntosh CGui de

If one or both of these files are mssing fromthis folder, Mcintosh Guide will
not be available. You will need to use the Customlinstall feature of your backup

di sks or systemsoftware CDto re-install the Uility files.

You nust al so nake sure that Apple Guide is not disabled in the Extensions
Manager. Use the follow ng steps to verify this:

Choose Control Panels fromyour Apple Menu.

Open the Extensions Manager control panel

See if Apple Guide is listed under the "Extensions" list.

If it is, make sure there is a check-mark next to the file, then close the
Ext ensi ons Manager and restart your conputer.

Once you have Maci ntosh Guide installed, you can choose it fromyour Help nmenu
and use the Look For conmand to search for topics of interest.
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
