Changes for Power PC-based nodel s

*+ Power PC-based computers with PCl slots now use the Mnitors & Sound control
panel to control monitor and sound settings instead of the Sound & Displ ays
control panel. (System Update 2.0 renpves Sound & Displays.) You can do a custom
installation to install the Sound control panel if you need it for ol der
applications. (The Mnitors & Sound control panel works only on PCl-based



conputers.)

ee |ncludes native SCSI (not on desktop 5200, 5300, 6200, and 6300 series
conput ers) .

¢ Fixes a SCSI Manager problemthat woul d hang any Power PC-based conputer if a
Sony or VAngDAT DAT drive was used with Retrospect.

e+ Fixes a problemon desktop 5200, 5300, 6200, and 6300 series conputers
runni ng Qui ckTine 2.1 that would prevent sound from being heard in Fusion
Recorder’s Record wi ndow until either a recording was started or the TV vol une
in the Sound control panel was unnuted.

¢ | ncludes both native and 68K versions of conmon Mddern Menory Manager
routines, inproving perfornance of enul ated applications by speeding up calls to
common routines. (System software version 7.5 and 7.5.1 included only the
native inplenentations, while systemsoftware version 7.5.2 included both native
and 68K versions.)

e |Includes a rewitten fixed-point math library to provide better perfornmance
for QuickDraw, other parts of the system and all applications that use this
library. Because Qui ckDraw and other parts of the Systemuse this library
extensively, installing this update will cause noticeabl e perfornance gains.

o+ Power PC-based conputers with PCl slots nmight have a different physica

Et hernet address after you install this update. The update fixes a bug that
caused an incorrect physical Ethernet address to be used in environnents where
TCP/ 1 P addresses are obtai ned using BootP, DHCP, or RARP. To see the new

Et hernet address after you install the update, open the File nmenu in the

Appl eTal k or TCP/IP control panel and choose Get Info. If you install the update
and are no longer able to use your TCP/IP-based applications, contact your

net wor k system admi ni strator

e On Power PC-based conputers (including those with PowerPC Upgrade cards)
runni ng system software version 7.5 or 7.5.1, this update introduces the Native
Resour ce Manager. This version of the Native Resource Manager is slightly newer
than the version released with system software version 7.5.2. The System 7.5.2
Update file includes the sane i nproved version of the Native Resource Manhager

e+ Reduces times to open applications on Power PC-based conputers with virtua
menory turned on. System7.5.2 (not 7.5 or 7.5.1) would significantly sl ow down
whi | e opening certain applications, such as Mcrosoft Excel version 5.0, if
virtual menory was turned on. Wth Update 2.0 installed, launch times should be
about the sane whether or not virtual nenory is turned on.

e Fixes a bug affecting plug-ins that inmport froman application. This problem
exi sted in all PowerPC-based computers running system software versions 7.1.2,
7.5, 7.5.1, and 7.5.2. and was originally fixed by the CFM Updater extension
(distributed with QuickDraw 3D). Update 2.0 deletes this extension, which is no
| onger needed.

e Fixes a bug in starting up fromrenovable nmedia with virtual nenory on
(Al though this bug was fixed in 7.5.2, it still exists in 7.1.2, 7.5, and 7.5.1



Power PC conput ers.)

e Fixes problens with the DR Emul ator. (The DR Enul ator works only on PCl - based
conput ers and t he Power Book 2300, 5300, and 500 upgrade.)

e Fixes a problemin certain IDE drives that resulted in cached data not being
witten to the disk at shutdown.

e Fixes anti-aliasing errors for Kanji Type 1 fonts.

e Fixes a problemthat resulted in off-white often being drawn as white. (This
effect, while generally subtle, was significant enough for sone applications to
nerit a fix.)

e« Fixes a crash problem (a Type 11 error) in Native QuickDraw, this error
occurred when using Quark XPress v3.1.1 with system software versions 7.5 and
7.5.1. System7.5.2 corrected this problem If you still have Type 11 errors
when using Quark XPress 3.3.1 with System 7.5.3 on a Power PC-based conmputer, try
upgradi ng to Quar kXPress 3. 3. 2.

e« Fixes a problemin the D al og Manager that caused sone applications to crash
after a dialog box was di sm ssed.

ee Supports DayStar Turbo 601 cards in a Macintosh Ilci or Ilsi.

ee |f you use Mcrosoft Ofice 4.2.1, you need the extension “Ofice 4.2x Update
For Power Mac,” version 1.0.1, and the Mcrosoft Ofice Manager control panel
version 4.2.1b. You can downl oad these files fromthe Internet. Downl oad the
MC1164. HQX and MOWVPATCH. HOX “patch” (update) files from M crosoft. The patches
are available on the Internet at

* Includes changes to native Qui ckDraw which speed up operations such as
scrolling, image filtering, and pattern and text draw ng. (“Native QuickDraw’
refers to time-critical portions of QuickDraw that have been native since the
initial release of PowerPC based conputers.

e Updates video software, thus prevent video scranbling during computer
startup.

Changes for Power Book and Power Book Duo nodel s

e Contains a new version of password security software. The version that

shi pped with the Power Book 5300 and the PowerBook 190 conputers could | ock out

i nternational users since the software to handl e international keyboards does
not load until after the password is requested during startup. If the password
contai ned a character that was not available on a U S. keyboard, it could not be
entered and the conputer could not finish starting up. The new version of the
password security software fixes this problem

e Fixes a problemin the Assistant Tool box that caused the Assistant Tool box to



be inconpatible with Open Transport.

e+ Fixes a problemthat prevented PowerBooks and Power Book Duos from going to
sleep if SinpleText or certain other applications were running in the
backgr ound.

e Fixes problens with the DR Enulator. (The DR Emul ator works only on PCl-based
conputers and t he Power Book 2300, 5300, and 500 upgrade.)

* Power Book Duo docks: Pressing the eject button automatically opens itens in
t he Shutdown Itens fol der and shuts down the conmputer. No di al og box appears.

» Power Book 500 nodel s: | nproves trackpad perfornance.

e Power Book 150: Extends battery life by reducing power requirenments during
sleep node. It also prevents the system from freezing when you repeatedly use
the internal modem wi thout restarting the computer

* Power Book 150: Elimnates the need for the PowerBook 150 Update system
extension. Installing Update 2.0 automatically renoves this extension fromthe
Ext ensi ons folder (inside the System Fol der).

 PowerBook 150: Fixes a problemthat prevented the internal |1DE disk from
appearing on the desktop. The problemoccurred if the internal |DE di sk was

sel ected as the startup di sk, and the Conmand-Shift—-COpti on-Del ete keys were held
during startup (to start up froman external hard disk).

Changes for other 68K-based nodel s

e Quadra 900 and 950: Fixes a problemin the Sound control panel. Before this
update, the External Line and Internal CD buttons in the Sound control pane

were reversed, so that clicking the Internal CD button was interpreted as though
the External Line button had been clicked (and vice-versa).

e (Quadra 950: Fixes a problemw th the Sound control panel. Before this update,
clicking the Add button sonetines caused the conputer to crash.

ee Centris 660AV, Quadra 660AV, and Quadra 840AV: |ncludes Apple Video Pl ayer
v.1.4, which replaces the Video Mnitor application (which is no |onger
supported).

e (Quadra 840AV, Quadra 660AV, and Centris 660AV: |ncludes new vi deo software
that prevents video scranbling during conputer startup

* (Quadra 840AV, Quadra 660AV, and Centris 660AV: Fixes a problemin the D al og
Manager that caused sone applications to crash after a dial og was di sm ssed.

e Performa 630, Quadra 630, and LC 630 with internal |IDE drives: Fixes a
problemthat prevented the internal |DE disk from appearing on the desktop. The
probl emoccurred if the internal |IDE disk was selected as the startup di sk, and
t he Conmand-Shi ft—Opti on—-Del ete keys were pressed during startup (to start up
froman external hard disk).



e Quadra 700: Fixes a potential problemthat could sl ow down the nouse or
trackbal | .

* Quadra 840AV: Includes an updated D splay Manager which ensures that a
mul ti-sync nonitor is set to the correct resolution when you restart the
conputer.

Changes for PC cards

e Macintosh Easy Open version 1.1.1, which is installed with this update, fixes
problens with cut and paste between Mac OS and PC applicati ons on Mac OS- based
conputers with a PC card installed

e (Quadra 610 and Centris 610 computers with the 610 PC card installed receive
PC Setup version 1.0.2 (software that was inadvertently not provided with the
upgrade di sks for System 7.5).

Changes for AppleVision nmonitors

e |f you use AppleVision software, use version 1.0.2 or later. Earlier versions
of Appl eVision are not conpatible with System 7.5 Update 2.0.

e |f you have a 1710AV nmonitor and a PCl-based conmputer, use AppleVision 1.0.4
and the Monitors & Sound control panel

e |f you have a 1710AV nonitor and a non-PCl - based conputer, use Appl eVision
1.0.2, the Sound control panel, and the Mnitors control panel

Changes related to printing

e |Includes version 2.1.1 of the StyleWiter 1200 driver, which fixes a crash
bug on System 7.5. 2-capabl e conputers.

e |ncludes the LaserWiter 8F (version 8.2.3F) driver, which supports all the
fax options on the LaserWiter 16/600. The LaserWiter 8 (version 8.3.3) driver,
which is also included in Update 2.0, does not support all these fax options.

ee Supports QuickTime conpressed i mages and Col or Sync 2.0 through the
LaserWiter 8 (version 8.3.3) driver.

ee The LaserWiter 8 (version 8.3.3) and LaserWiter 8F (version 8.2.3) drivers
contain fixes for two common printing problens found on PCl-based conputers:
freezing when trying to print to a printer that’s busy, and freezing when trying
to print [arge docunents or printing to Local Tal k-based printers.

e The LaserWiter 8F, version 8.2.3, printer driver provides the follow ng
enhancenents (introduced in version 8.2):

- Inmproves the function of the Setup button in the Chooser; this button



automatically looks for the selected printer, selects the appropriate PostScri pt
Printer Definition (PPD) file, and configures the paper trays. (If you prefer to
manual |y configure the PPD files and paper trays, you can do so by clicking the

Setup button a second tine.)

- Resets the destination in the Print dialog box to Printer instead of
retaining the previous print job’s destination. For exanple, if the previous
destination was Fax, the destination automatically resets to Printer for the
next job.

- Enables you to tab backwards through the fields in all print dialog boxes by
pressing Shift-Tab.

Note: Installing the LaserWiter 8F version 8.2.3 printer driver renoves the
LaserWiter 8 Prefs file fromyour system Thus, after you install, you need to
set up your printer using the foll ow ng steps:

Open the Chooser.

Cick the LaserWiter 8 icon
Cick the printer you want to use.
Cick the Setup button

Changes related to networking

On computers with 68030, 68040, or PowerPC processors, Easy Instal
automatically installs Open Transport networking software, which provides

i mproved network flexibility and perfornance. Open Transport is avail able on al
conputers with 68030, 68040, or PowerPC processors except for the desktop 5200,
5300, 6200, and 6300 series conputers. Qpen Transport will be active only if it
was active before the update was installed (otherw se, classic AppleTalk is
active). If your computer is not PCl-based, you can use the Network Software
Selector (NSS) to switch between Open Transport and cl assic Appl eTal k. You’l
find the NSS utility in the Apple Extras folder after you install System7.5
Update 2.0.

Switching from Qpen Transport to classic Appl eTal k usually causes the network
connection to revert to Local Tal k. After you sw tch networking software and
restart your conputer, you can use the Network control panel (classic AppleTal k)
or the Appl eTal k control panel (Open Transport) to reselect the desired network
connecti on.

Dependi ng on your system and networ ki ng needs, Open Transport nmay require
400K-1200K nore RAM t han cl assic AppleTalk. In many cases, you can reduce this
amount by turning on Virtual Menory.

For more information, see the Open Transport Information folder, inside the
Appl e Extras fol der

Known probl ens and their workarounds

e+ Apple Video Player displays an incorrect dialog box if it’'s opened on a
conputer that does not have video-in capability. Apple Video Player conplains
that the Video Startup extension was not installed properly instead of stating
that video-in is required for this application to run



e« |f, when you try to print, you see a nessage that your printing preferences
are m ssing or danaged, open the Chooser and select a printer

e Some versions of the LaserWiter driver (version 7.2 and earlier) and the

Qui ckDraw GX printer drivers still have the problens that interfere with
PCl - based conputers trying to print on a busy printer or trying to print |arge
docunents. |f you experience these problens, select the LaserWiter 8.3.2 driver
fromthe Chooser.

e« Two different control panels are naned “Energy Saver.” The ol der version
wor ked by di mmi ng the external screens of certain conputers. The newer Energy
Saver, which works differently, works only on Power PC conputers with PCl slots.

The uni versal System Fol der that can be created by Update 2.0 contains only the
newer Energy Saver. |f your universal System Folder requires both versions of

t he Energy Saver, do the follow ng:

1. Renane the newer Energy Saver.

2. Use CustomliInstall to install the ol der Energy Saver.

e The new m ni rum RAM di sk size is 416K. |If a smaller RAM di sk exists during
the installation of this update, it will be turned off and its contents | ost
when the conputer is restarted. Therefore, before installing this update on a
conputer with a RAM di sk smaller than 416K, nove all the contents of the RAM
di sk to anot her disk.

e Digital audio recording and playback can occasionally “skip” if virtua
menory is turned on. To reduce this skipping, turn off virtual nmenory.

e HyperCard version 2.3.3 or earlier does not record sound properly on
conputers with PCl slots. Other sound recording application prograns, including
Si npl eSound and the Sound control panel, can record sounds that you can inport
and play within HyperCard 2. 3.

e+ When used with Serial DMA, DOS Conpatibility software will not be able to use
har dwar e handshaki ng on the PC serial port.

e There is an inconpatibility between Appl eShare Wrkstation software version
3.6.1 and Connectix Speed Copy (part of Speed Doubler version 1.1 or earlier).
Use the Extensions Manager to turn off Speed Copy before you install this
update, and contact Connectix to get the |atest version of Speed Doubler. (You
can contact Connectix at http://ww.connecti x.com 415-571-5100, or
800- 950- 5880. )

e |f you have a PowerBook 190 with Open Transport active: If you are using the
IR port and networking doesn’t work after you restart the conputer, try putting
the conputer to sleep and waking it up, or choose the printer/nodem port and
then switch back to the IR port.

¢ |f you have a PCl-based Mac OS conputer connected to a Novell Netware
networ k: This update contains the Ethernet Conpatiblity extension version 1.0.3,
which fixes a problemin the system shutdown code. To use this extension, you
need to Customlinstall the Ethernet Driver Update. A side effect of this fix is
a two-mnute delay in shutting down the computer



e Wien using Drive Setup (version 1.0.4 or earlier) on sonme |IDE hard drives,
the “Update driver,” “Custonize volune,” and “Test disk” options are dimed. To
use these options, back up all data on the IDE disk (onto another disk), and use
Drive Setup to reinitialize the |IDE disk.

e |f you have a Macintosh Centris 660AV, Quadra 660AV, or Quadra 840AV, sone
system al ert sounds may not play correctly with the alert volune turned down. To
avoid the problem keep the alert volune turned all the way up and adjust the
Built-1n system vol une:

1. Open the Sound control panel

2. Choose Volunmes fromthe pop-up nmenu

3. Adjust the vol une.

e Speech version 1.4.1 can cause a Maci ntosh Plus (a nodel which does not
support speech) to hang during startup. If your Macintosh Plus hangs during
startup, do the foll ow ng:

1. Restart the conmputer while holding down the Space bar

2. Wen the Extensions Manager dial og box appears, turn off Speech

ee |f your conputer has a 68000 processor and the conputer won't start up, try
pressing the Shift key (to turn off extensions) while you restart. If there is a
“Color StyleWiter 2000 CGvM file in your Extensions folder (inside the System
Fol der), take this file out of the Extensions folder and restart your comnputer
(To use the Color StyleWiter 2000 series printer, you need a 68020 or hi gher
processor.)

Ti ps

e Many LaserWiter LS users are unaware that this printer is supported by the
LaserWiter 300 driver. To nmake this clear, future systemreleases will renane
this driver to LaserWiter 300/LS. For now, you can either renane this driver or
wait for a future release to do it for you. If you renane it, you nust sel ect

t he new nanme fromthe Chooser before you can print using this renaned driver.

¢ Recent-docunents tracking (in Apple Menu Options) tracks all files that are
opened—even t hose opened by an application as part of its launch sequence (such
as drop-in filters used by desktop publishing packages). This tracking can
significantly sl ow down the | aunching of these applications. To reduce this
over head you can

- turn off “recent documents” tracking in the Apple Menu Options control pane
- turn off Apple Menu Options in the Extensions Manager

e This update resets all settings in the Apple Menu Options control panel to
their default values. If you have made changes to Apple Menu Options, you will
need to select themagain after installing this update. If you have set Apple
Menu Options to track nmore than ten itens in any category, you may want to nove
sone of those aliases out of their folders before you install the update, which
deletes all but the ten nost recent itens in each category.
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
