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VWhat is the Macintosh System 7.5 Update 2.0?

System 7.5 Update 2.0 is a set of system software enhancenents that inproves the
reliability and performance of all conputers running system software version
7.5, 7.5.1, or 7.5.2. You can install System 7.5 Update 2.0 even if you did not
install Macintosh System 7.5 Update 1.0.

Before you install System 7.5 Update 2.0, review the next section, “Wat System
7.5 Update 2.0 Provides,” which sunmarizes the fixes and new features delivered
by this update. For a nore detail ed explanation of the changes in this rel ease,
see the three Read Me files named “New in This Update.” (If you received the
update on a CD or over a network, these Read Me files are in the sane fol der as
this Read Me file. If you received this update only on floppy disks, the files
are in the System Update Information folder on the first floppy disk.)

What System 7.5 Update 2.0 provides

e Installs the latest versions of all conponents (including any conponents that
you di sabl ed using the Extensions Manager) it finds on the disk it is updating.

After you run the Installer, updated conponents will be in the sane fol ders as
they were before you installed the update. For exanple, new versions of disabled
extensions will be in the “Extensions (D sabled)” fol der, and new versi ons of

di sabl ed control panels will be in the “Control Panels (Disabled)” folder.

 Fixes many problenms that users and devel opers reported to the Apple Assistance
Center, Devel oper Technical Support, and Apple’'s internal tracking systens.

Anong these fixes are elimnation of some Type 11 errors found on Power PC-based
conputers, and corrections to the General Controls panel to elimnate conflicts
with several third-party products.



e I nmproves perfornmance by including an updated version of the Finder, which
copies files faster than previous versions. Performance on Power PC-based
conputers al so i nproves because the update introduces several nore native system
sof tware conponents, including Apple CGuide, the Resource Manager, and the SCS
Manager .

 Introduces “transl ucent draggi ng” on Power PC conputers.

* Includes version 1.0.4 of Drive Setup, for use on |DE-capable, 68K-based
conputers and all Power PC-based conputers. The new version of Drive Setup fixes
a problemw th sone IDE drives. |If you use |IDE (ATA) drives, you should update
your drivers as part of the installation of this update. (If you have an |IDE
drive, see the section “Known Problenms and Their Workarounds” at the end of the
“New in This Update - 3" docunent for nore information about Drive Setup.)

e In addition to updating system software for a single Mac OS conputer, you can
use this update to create a “universal” System Fol der—a single System Fol der
that can be used with all Mac OS conputers supported by the update. You can use
this universal System Fol der on an external hard disk or renpovable nedia drive
to start up any nodel of Mac OS-based conputer. For nore infornmation, including
special installation instructions, see the section “Creating a ‘Universal
System Fol der,” at the end of this documnent.

e On conputers with 68030, 68040, or PowerPC processors, the update’'s Easy
Install automatically installs Open Transport networking software, which

provi des inproved network flexibility and performance. After you install the
update, Open Transport will be active only if it was active before the update
was installed. Open Transport is available on all conputers with 68030, 68040,
or Power PC processors except for the desktop 5200, 5300, 6200, and 6300 series
conputers. On sone conputers, you can use the Network Software Selector (in the
Appl e Extras folder after you install the update) to switch between Open
Transport and cl assic Appl eTal k. Open Transport nay require nmore RAMt han

cl assic Appl eTal k. For nore information, see the Qpen Transport Infornmation
fol der, inside the Apple Extras fol der

e During an Easy Install, Text-to-Speech software is automatically installed. If
you don't use this software, after you install the update you can use the

Ext ensi ons Manager to turn off MacinTalk (version 2 or 3) and the Speech control
panel .

e After you install the update, the About This Maci ntosh wi ndow says “System
Software 7.5.3"; below that, the wi ndow says “System 7.5 Update 2.0,” to
i ndi cate how the system software was installed.

* Includes many other previously rel eased fixes, including those in the 7.5.2
Printing Update, the PowerBook 5300 System Software Update, and the Power Book
2300c Update.

For nore details on what has been fixed in this update, see the three Read M
files named “New in This Update.”

Installing System 7.5 Update 2.0



You can install the update fromfl oppy disks, the CD, over a network, or from
your hard disk. Install the update before you install other software included
wi th the update (such as Power Tal k, Qui ckDraw GX, and so on).

Note: |f your computer has a Power PC Upgrade Card installed, make sure that the
Power PC processor is turned on when you install this update.

Note: If you are going to install Apple Renbte Access Cient 2.0.1 software (not
included with the System 7.5 Update 2.0), install it before you install this
updat e.

Installing System 7.5 Update 2.0 fromthe CD or from fl oppy disks

Before you install System 7.5 Update 2.0, nmake sure that system software version
7.5, 7.5.1, or 7.5.2 is installed on your conmputer. (You can check by opening
the Apple nmenu fromthe Finder and choosi ng About This Maci ntosh.)

You should use the Disk First Aid program (included with this update) to test
and, if necessary, repair the disk on which you're going to install the update.
For instructions on using Disk First Aid, see the manual that came with your
conput er.

To install the System 7.5 Update 2.0 fromthe CD or floppy disks, follow these
st eps:

1. Open the Extensions Manager control panel

2. If your current systemsoftware is 7.5 or 7.5.1, choose “System 7.5 only”
fromthe pop-up nmenu. If your current systemsoftware is 7.5.2, choose “System
7.5.2" fromthe pop-up nenu

3. If you have third-party peripherals that are required for installation and
that require an extension, turn those extensions back on. (Exanples include
video drivers, alternative input devices, network card drivers, and renovabl e
nmedi a. )

4. Restart your conputer.

5. Insert the System 7.5 Update 2.0 CD or the first floppy disk.

6. Double-click the Installer icon to open it.

7. Wien you see the Installer’s welcome screen, click Continue.

The Easy Install dialog box appears.

These instructions cover the Easy Install process. Easy Install automatically
installs the files that your particular nodel of computer needs.

If you want to add specific conponents after using Easy Install, choose Custom
Install fromthe pop-up nenu at the top of the Easy Install dialog box, and see
the instructions in the nmanual that came with your conputer or system software



upgr ade.

8. Make sure that the destination disk indicated on the screen is the one on
whi ch you want to install the update. If it is not, click Switch Disk until the
right destination di sk appears.

9. dick Install.
10. Follow the instructions on the screen.

If you need to insert other floppy disks, onscreen nessages tell you when to do
so. It takes several mnutes to conplete the installation.

11. When the installation is conplete, click Restart to restart your conputer.

12. Use the Extensions Manager to turn on additional extensions (you'll need to
restart your conputer for the extensions to work). If you encounter problens,
choose the set of extensions you chose before the installation (see step 2),
restart your conputer, then turn on extensions one at a tinme to determine if one
of themis inconpatible.

Installing System 7.5 Update 2.0 over a network or froma hard disk

To update multiple conputers over a network, you can create a “net install
package,” whi ch makes updati ng networked conmputers faster and sinpler. You can
al so put a net install package on your hard di sk, and use the package to install
t he update on the same hard di sk.

If you already have a net install package available, skip to “Step 2: Install
t he Update.”

Step 1: Create a net install package for Update 2.0
To create a net install package froma CD, drag the entire System 7.5 Update 2.0

folder fromthe Update 2.0 CD to the server conputer.

To create a net install package fromthe network, download the 7.5 Update 2.0
Net Install package to your hard disk.

To create a net install package fromfl oppy disks, follow these steps:
1. Create a folder on the server called “System 7.5 Update Net Install.”
2. Insert the first floppy disk.

3. Open the disk and drag the following itens into the System 7.5 Update Net
Install folder:

- the Installer
- the Install System 7.5 Update file

4. Cose the disk and drag the disk’s icon itself into the System 7.5 Update Net
Install folder.



At this point, your System 7.5 Update Net Install folder should contain three
items:

- a copy of the Installer

- a copy of the Install System 7.5 Update file

- a folder named “System 7.5 Update 2.0 - 1" that contains everything that
was on the first floppy disk.

5. Wien the copy is conplete, eject the disk (by dragging its icon to the
Trash).

6. Do the following for each of the remaining installation disks:

- Insert the disk in the floppy disk drive.
- Drag the disk icon to the System 7.5 Update Net Install folder
- Eject the disk when the copy is conplete.

Note that all but the first two itenms (Installer and Install System Update) in
your System 7.5 Update Net Install folder are folders that contain the contents
of eace correspondi ng di sk.

| MPORTANT: Don’t nove or renane any file or folder inside the System 7.5 Update
Net Install folder. If you do, the Installer won t work.

Step 2: Install the update

Before you install System 7.5 Update 2.0, make sure that system software version
7.5, 7.5.1, or 7.5.2 is installed on your conmputer. (You can check by opening
the Apple nenu fromthe Finder and choosi ng About This Maci ntosh.)

You should use the Disk First Aid program (included with this update) to test
and, if necessary, repair the disk on which you' re going to install the update.
For instructions on using Disk First Aid, see the manual that canme with your
conputer.

To use a net install package, follow the instructions bel ow

1. Open the Extensions Manager control panel

2. |If your current systemsoftware is 7.5 or 7.5.1, choose “System 7.5 only”
fromthe pop-up nenu. If your current systemsoftware is 7.5.2, choose “System
7.5.2" fromthe pop-up nenu.

3. If you have third-party peripherals that are required for installation and
that require an extension, turn those extensions back on. (Exanples include
video drivers, alternative input devices, network card drivers, and renovable
nmedi a.)

4. Restart your conputer.

5. If necessary, connect to the server that contains the System 7.5 Update Net
Install folder.

6. Open the System 7.5 Update Net Install folder



7. Double-click the Installer icon to open it.
8. Read the first screen, then click Continue.
9. The Easy Install dial og box appears.

- To automatically install just the software your nodel of conputer needs,
click Install.

- To select specific items to install, see the instructions for custom
installation in the manual that came with your conputer

10. When you see a nessage that the installation was successful, click
Restart.

11. Use the Extensions Manager to turn on additional extensions (you'll need to
restart your conputer for the extensions to work). If you encounter problens,
choose the set of extensions you chose before the installation (see step 2),
restart your conputer, then turn on extensions one at a tinme to determine if one
of themis inconpatible.

Creating a “universal” System Fol der

This section describes howto create a single System Fol der that can start up
any Mac OS conputer introduced since the Maci ntosh Pl us.

Overvi ew

Only sone users need a universal System Folder. You might want to create a

uni versal System Folder if you

o start up different Maci ntosh nodel s using renovabl e nedia

e want to sinplify support of nultiple users by giving all users the sane System
Fol der

o prefer to start up computers using an external startup disk

If you are responsible for only one conputer, you shouldn’t need to create a
uni versal System Fol der

Requi renent s

To create a universal System Folder, you nmust start with System 7.5. The
procedure will not work if you start with System7.5.1 or 7.5.2. (You cannot
install System 7.5 on a conputer that requires 7.5.2 or greater.)

These steps assune you're not installing the software on your startup drive. A
uni versal System Fol der can be created on your startup drive, but you |l be
forced to restart after each installation. By installing onto another drive, you
can avoid several restarts.

I nstructions

1. Open the System 7.5 Installer (the Installer for version 7.5.0 of the system
sof tware) .



2. Wen you see the Installer’s welcome screen, click Continue.

3. Choose CustomliInstall fromthe pop-up nenu in the upper-left corner of the
di al og box.

4. dick Switch Disk until the nanme of the desired destination di sk appears.
5. dick the triangle on the left side of the first itemin the |ist.
6. dick the box next to “System for any Macintosh” to put an “X" init.

7. In the list, click the triangle to the left of Uility Software, then click
the box next to AppleScript to put an “X" init.

If you are creating the universal System Folder on a disk that did not already
have a System Fol der on it, skip step 8.

8. If you are creating the universal System Folder on a disk with a System
Fol der on it, hold down the Command and Shift keys while pressing the K key.
Cick to select the button |abeled Install New System Fol der and then click OK

9. dick dean Install (or Install, if you skipped step 8 and wait for the
installation to finish (inserting disks as needed).

If the destination disk had a System Folder on it, the contents of your old
System Fol der have been nmoved to a new folder titled Previ ous System Fol der

10. Insert the System 7.5 Update 2.0 CD or the first update floppy, disk and
open the System 7.5 Update Installer

11. When you see the Installer’s welcome screen, click Continue.

12. Choose CustomliInstall fromthe pop-up nmenu in the upper-left corner of the
di al og box.

13. dick Switch Disk until the nane of the desired destination disk appears.
14. dick the Universal System Folder box to put an “X" init.

If you don’t see this option, make sure that you' ve done the previous steps
correctly.

15. dick the Install button and wait for the installation to finish (inserting
di sks as needed).
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
