Update 2.0. Specifically, this information is taken fromthe "Novell Netware
Users Read Me" file. This information is applicable only if you have a PCl-based
Mac OS computer connected to a Novell Netware network.
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System 7.5 Update 2.0 contains the Ethernet Conpatibility extension version
1.0.3, which fixes a problemin the system shutdown code. A side effect of this
fix is atw-mnute delay in shutting down the conputer. It may appear that the
machi ne has hung, however after two ninutes, the nachine will resune the shut
down process. This delay can be avoided by | ogging out of the Netware tree
before shutting down or restarting.

Wthout the Ethernet Conpatibility extension, when a PCl-based nmachi ne running
System 7.5. 3 selects Shut Down or Restart, the machine would crash.

To use the Ethernet Conpatibility extension, you nust custominstall the

Et hernet Driver Update. This can be done by opening the System 7.5 Update 2.0
Installer, selecting CustomlInstall in the upper pop-up menu, and selecting the
Et hernet Driver Update. This selection is at the very bottomof the [ist of
custominstall options.
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
