It's placed at the
root level of the System Fol der because ol der applications expect it to be
avail abl e there, |like older System 6.0.x control panels.

The file type/creator nmay have changed to control panel to reflect it was a

control panel under System 6.0.x. You should leave the file installed in the
event you cone across an ol der TCP application that requires it.
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
