Because translucent dragging m xes the color of the first icon being dragged
with any grays or colors in the background that it is being dragged over, a

pal ette of at |east 256 grays or colors is required to make the feature work. If
you set the Monitors control panel to a bit-depth bel ow 256 grays or colors, the
icons will not be translucent when dragged, they will sinply be outlined.

Because the grayscal e version of the PowerBook 5300/ 100 conputer* is only
capabl e of displaying 4-bit (16 shades) of gray on the internal nonitor, it
cannot display the translucent dragging feature. If an external nonitor wth
greater than 256 grays or colors is connected, the feature will work on that
external monitor.
