This fol der contains Apple Guide version 2.0.2, which replaces Apple Guide 2.0
on your conputer. Apple Guide 2.0.2 includes the foll ow ng inprovenents:

e corrects a problemin the way that Apple Guide uses nenory (this problem
can cause a decline in system performance and, in sone cases, cause the
conputer to crash)

To install Apple CGuide version 2.0.2, follow these steps:
1. Cdick the Apple Guide icon in this folder to highlight it.

2. Hold down the Option key and drag the Apple Guide icon to the System
Fol der icon. (The System Fol der shoul d be cl osed.)



3. Wien you see a nessage asking if you want to put Apple Guide in the
Extensions folder, click OK

4. A second dialog will appear warning you that an item naned “Apple Guide”
already exists in the Extensions folder. Click OK to repl ace the
exi sting version.

5. Select Restart fromthe Special nenu

If you like, you can nove Drive Setup out
of this folder to a nore convenient |ocation on your hard disk (or copy it onto
a floppy disk).

Et hernet Conpatibility extension

The information in this section is for computers connected to a Novell Netware
network. |If your conmputer is attached to a Novell Netware network, read the
information in this section and install the Ethernet Conpatibility extension

This fol der contains the Ethernet Conpatibility extension version 1.0.3, which
corrects a problemthat occurs when you shut down a PCl-based conputer that is
connected to a Novell Netware network and is running systemsoftware version
7.5.3. Wthout this extension, your conputer may crash when you shut down or
restart.

To install Ethernet Conpatibility version 1.0.3, follow these steps:

1. dick the ENET Conpatibility icon in this folder to highlight it.

2. Hold down the Option key and drag the ENET Conpatibility icon to the
System Fol der icon. (The System Fol der shoul d be cl osed.)

3. Wien you see a nmessage asking if you want to put ENET Conpatibility in
t he Extensions folder, click OK

4. Select Restart fromthe Special nenu.

Not e:

After you install this extension, you will notice a two-minute delay in shutting
down the conmputer. After two minutes, the machine will resune the shut down
process. To avoid this delay, |og out of the Netware network before you shut
down or restart your conputer.



Maki ng a Backup Copy of These Updates

To make a backup copy of these updates, you use a program called Di sk Copy.

Bef ore you start, nake sure you have a high-density floppy disk. Then foll ow the
steps below. You may want to print these instructions before you begin (open the
File nenu and choose Print).

1. Locate the disk imge named “Updates.imge” in this fol der and
doubl e-click to open it.

2. Wen the Disk Copy Wl conme screen appears, click anywhere inside it.

3. Wien the Di sk Duplicator w ndow appears, click the Make a Copy button

4. Insert the high-density floppy disk into the disk drive.

5. At the “Are you sure...” nessage, click the Duplicate button

6. When you have copied the disk inmage, renove the fl oppy disk and | abe
it. Keep this backup disk with your system software CD or floppy disks.

7. Cick Stop Copying to close the Di sk Copy application

8. To lock the disk:

 Look at the back of the disk.

e Find the square hole with a tab inside it in the corner of the disk

e Slide the tab toward the edge of the disk so that the square hole is
open.

| nportant:

You may encounter errors while running Disk Copy if Virtual Menory is turned on.
If Virtual Menory is turned on and you see the nessage “An error (-620) occurred
whil e readi ng the disk i mage” or the nessage “An error (-74) occurred while
copying/verifying the disk,” turn Virtual Menmory off. Then restart your

conputer, and begin D sk Copy again
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
