i nproves the reliability and performance for the conmputers nmentioned in a |later
guestion. The objective of this update is to quickly respond to bugs and deliver
t hem on one di sk, snmall enough where nost people will want to obtain it
electronically (through the Internet or on on-line services). The fixes it
provides will be incorporated into an upcomi ng reference rel ease of System
7.5.3. This update is the first of a series of rapid response updates for System
7.5.x that will be released prior to Mac CS 8

2) Question: Wien will it be avail abl e?

Answer: Appl e announced Maci ntosh System 7.5.3 Revision 2 on June 7, 1996. It is
avai l able online via the followi ng Apple Internet sites:

The update will also be incorporated in the upconing reference release of Mac OS
7.5.3 (Unity).

3) Question: Wiy is it called 'Revision 2'?

Answer: Apple has decided to call this product System 7.5.3 Revision 2 and not
use the term"update” for two reasons:

* Revision 2 will provide inprovenents only for specific conputers running the
current system software version, which is different fromall other updates Apple
has rel eased in the past.

e In addition, Apple wanted to avoid confusion with other current system
sof tware update type of products from Apple.

Appl e selected the "2" in "Revision 2" since it already has rel eased two ninor
versions of System 7.5 version 7.5.3. After installing System 7.5.3 Revision 2,
all systens running System 7.5 version 7.5.3 will have all of the npobst current
system i nprovenents.

4) Question: Do | still need to install System 7.5 Update 2.07?
Answer: Apple rel eased System 7.5 Update 2.0 several nonths ago, and still is
recomendi ng that custoners using pre-7.5.3 versions of System 7.5 install it if

t hey have not already. In addition, if your Power Macintosh came with System
7.5.3 pre-installed on it, and the About This Mcintosh di al og does NOT read
System 7.5.3 Rev 2, you should install the System 7.5.3 Update 2.0 software. You
cannot skip the System 7.5 Update 2.0 and just install System 7.5.3 Revision 2
since System 7.5 Update 2.0 and System 7.5.3 Revision 2 do NOT contain all of
the sane fixes. So, if your conputer requires System7.5.3 Revision 2, then you
should first install System 7.5 Update 2.0 and then install System 7.5.3

Revi sion 2, regardl ess which conputer you have. After installing the above, you
can then install System7.5.5 Update for the | atest version of System 7.5.

5) Question: Does Macintosh System 7.5.3 Revision 2 contain the 'l nportant
Sof tware Updates' included with PCl Power Macintosh systens?
Answer: No. You should install these in addition to the Macintosh System 7.5.3

Revi si on 2 update.

6) Question: Wio should install System 7.5.3 Revision 2?



Answer: Apple is recomending that only custoners with specific system software
and Maci ntosh conputers update their systens with System 7.5.3 Revision 2. There
is no benefit for other customers.

The only systens which will benefit from System 7.5.3 Revision 2 are as
fol | ows:

e All PowerBook systens using Connectix RAM Doubl er
e Al PowerBook 5300 and Power Book Duo 2300 systens

e All PowerBook 200 or 500 Series systens whi ch have been upgraded with the
Maci nt osh Power Book Processor Card Upgrade Kit with Power PC (or upgraded with
simlar third party products).

« Al Macintosh 7200, 7500, 7600, 8500, and 9500 systens

You should install System7.5.3 Revision 2 only if you have a conputer with
System 7.5.3 installed or a PowerBook with System 7.5.2, PowerBook Enabler 1.2
or later installed. To find out what system software version your conputer is
using, follow these steps:

Step 1
Make sure you are in the Finder.

Step 2
Choose About This Macintosh fromthe Apple nenu. The system software information
is in the About This Macintosh w ndow.

7) Question: Wiat bug fixes are provided by Maci ntosh System 7.5.3 Revision 2?

Answer: Wen you install System 7.5.3 Revision 2, you get the follow ng
enhancenent s:

e Better reliability for PowerBooks using RAM Doubler. |If you have a Power Book
using System Software 7.5.3, and use RAM Doubl er (version 1.6.1 or earlier), you
may have experienced a probl em when waki ng your Power Book from sleep. This
software fixes this problem

* Overall performance enhancenents for PowerBook 2300 computers and Power Book
500 or Duo series conputers with the Power PC Upgrade Card install ed.

e Inproved reliability when using PC-formatted fl oppy di sks with a Power Book 500
series conputers with the Power PC Upgrade Card installed. If you have a

Power Book 500 series conputer with the Power PC Upgrade Card install ed,
PC-formatted floppy disks that were formatted on your conmputer nmay be unreadabl e
in DOS or Wndows conputers. This software fixes this problem

e Inproved reliability on PCl-based conputers (Macintosh 7200, 7500, 7600, 8500,
and 9500 computers) and Power Book 5300 conputers, PowerBook 2300 conputers, and
Power Book 500 or Duo series conmputers with the Power PC Upgrade Card install ed.
