TOPIC ---------------------------------------------------------

This article describes changes in the way System 7.5.1 and higher address files
and folders named "desktop."

DISCUSSION ----------------------------------------------------

System 7.5.1 and later will not rebuild the desktop if a folder named desktop is
saved to the root level of the hard disk.

However, a file named "Desktop" at the root level of the hard disk will still
cause the system to rebuild the desktop once. After the system rebuilds the
desktop, the system will make the "Desktop" file invisible and transform the
file into an ordinary System 6.0.X Desktop file. As such, it will no longer
cause desktop rebuilds.
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
