About this document

If you're curious about the contents of the Extensions folder, this docunent
provides a brief description of each extension. You can use these descriptions
to hel p determ ne which extensions you may need and whi ch ones you nmay not
need.

What is an extension?

An extension is a snall file that changes how your conputer operates. Unlike a
control panel, you typically do not have any direct interaction with an

ext ensi on. An extension nmakes the appropriate changes when you start your
conputer and remains active until you shut down your computer

Dependi ng on the type of conputer you have, the contents of your Extensions
folder may vary. You m ght have extensions that were added by third-party
applications, and you don't need to have all the extensions described bel ow. You
can use the Extensions Manager control panel to turn off any extension you don't
need.

Appl eScriptLib: Provides native support for AppleScript on PowerPC based
conput ers.

Appl eScri pt: Enabl es automation of repetitive tasks in applications that support
it.

Appl eShare: G ves you access to shared disks on the network.

Appl eTal k I mageWiter: Enables your conputer to print docunments on a networked
| mmgeWiter I1I.

Appl eVi si on Guide Additions: Adds step-by-step instructions to Macintosh CGuide
about how to use AppleVision displays with your conmputer. You can access
Maci nt osh Guide fromthe CGuide (question mark) nenu when the Finder is active.

Assi stant Tool box: This is the base extension for AutoRenounter. AutoRenounter
wor ks on Maci nt osh Power Book conputers and allows file synchronization, battery
managenent, and easy nobile computing. It also provides support for a persistent
RAM di sk and deferred printing. This extension may conflict with the LaserWiter
Sel ect 310 printer software to block printing. A solution is to turn off
background printing in the Chooser.

Audi o CD Access: Lets you play audio CDs on your internal or external CD ROM
drive. Requires the Appl eCD Audi o Pl ayer or equivalent application to control
the audi o CD

AV CGui de Additions: Adds step-by-step instructions to Maci ntosh Gui de about how
to use AV nonitors with your conmputer. You can access Maci ntosh Guide fromthe
Gui de (question mark) nmenu when the Finder is active.

AV Setup: Used to control AppleVision displays.

When Caps Lock is turned on, an "up" arrow appears in the
menu bar next to the Guide (question nmark) nmenu. (Not needed on Maci ntosh
Power Book 500 series conputers.)

Cipping Extension: Lets you use the drag-and-drop feature to create clipping
files on your desktop.

Col or Picker: Presents a standard interface for color selection. Applications
can use this tool to let you choose col ors.

Col or SW 2000 Series CvwM Col or-matching information used by ColorSync 2.0 to
mai ntai n consi stent col or between docurments printed on a Color StyleWiter 2000
series printer and other color devices.

Col or SW 2400: Enabl es your conputer to print docunments on a Color StyleWiter
2200 or Color StyleWiter 2400.

Col or SWPro: Enabl es your conputer to print docunents on a Color StyleWiter
Pro.

Col or Sync: WMatches colors on your display with the closest natching colors on
your printers, scanners, and other devices.

EM Ext ensi on: Works with the Extensions Manager control panel, which lets you
speci fy which extensions are turned on when you start your conputer

ot her conputers on your network.

Find File Extension: Lets you search for files and view the results in a single
wi ndow. If you turn off this extension and choose Find fromthe File menu,
you'll get the System 7.1 Find dialog box instead of the Find File w ndow.

Fi nder Hel p: Provides Balloon Hel p support for the Finder

Finder Scripting Extension: Allows you to use AppleScript to autonate tasks in
t he Fi nder.

Foreign File Access: Enables your conputer to work with CD ROM di scs whose
contents don't use the standard Mac OS file system (for exanple, |SO 9660 or

High Sierra formats).

Graphi cs Accel erator: Provides video acceleration for the PCl video card



H gh Sierra File Access: Part of the CD-ROM software that lets you view CDs with
High Sierra file systens.

Ilci/llsi Mnitors: Describes the capabilities of the built-in video card for
the Macintosh Ilci and Ilsi. If you remove this file, your conputer can stil
use the video card and you can still select the number of colors displayed on
your monitor, but nmonitor options (such as ganma settings) nmay not be
avai | abl e.
