If you are creating a new System folder (clean install) and you choose the Easy
Install option, the Mac OS 7.6 installer incorrectly installs two separate
control panels: 'Sound' and 'Monitors.', NOT the one 'Mnitors and Sound'.

To get the correct Mnitors and Sound control panel, you rmust performa Custom
Installation in which you specifically select the desired control panel
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
