Conversely, when | open a docunent put into the Trash directly fromthe
Finder, the followi ng error nessage appears: "Please drag the item out of
the Trash."
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VWhat you are experiencing is not a bug. The reason you can open a

"del eted" docunent is that applications can still see the directory entry
for a docunment that you have put it in the Trash, but not enptied. The
Fi nder enpties the Trash when an application | aunches.

In your case, you |aunched your application before draggi ng the docunent
into the Trash, so the file still had an entry in the directory. On the
ot her hand, the Finder knows when you are trying to open a file fromthe
Trash and di splays an error message saying that you should not do so.
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
