Wen you quit MacTerni nal and go back to AppleLink and try
to connect, ApplelLink reports an error, because it expects the modem port to
be set up the way it left it. The only way around this is to quit and rel oad
Appl eLi nk.

Multi Finder is not able to prevent prograns from comunicating with the
serial ports. This is not a design flaw, users nust be aware that running
two or nore conmuni cations progranms under MiultiFinder will nost likely
cause a problemsimlar to this.
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
