When | choose "About This Macintosh,” it tells ne that system software uses 2MB
and Wrd uses about 1MB. It seens that | should have about 2 negabytes |left, but

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When you choose "About This Macintosh", it tells you the |argest unused bl ock of
menory, not the total anpbunt of unused nenory. This fragmentation of menory
occurs often, if you don't quit applications and desk accessories in exactly the
reverse order in which you launched them each and every tinme. Your conputer may
have several unused bl ocks of menory mnixed in with the used bl ocks of menory.

Order of Application Launches and Quits

To fix a situation where you have fragnmented nenory, you can either

e Quit all open applications and desk accessories, and then open them again,
or
« Restart your conputer.

In order to avoid fragmentation again, be careful in planning the order in which
you open and quit prograns:

1) Open first the applications and desk accessories you're least likely to
quit.

2) Open last those applications and desk accessories you're nost likely to quit
during a work session

When you need nore nmenory, quit the application or desk accessories you opened
nost recently. By opening and closing applications and desk accessories this
way, you free up a contiguous portion of menory. When you quit prograns in
random order, you're likely to have fragnmented nenory.

Wth Tune-Up installed in your systemsoftware, it considers only whether an
application has w ndows open, and not the order you |launched them It first

cl oses applications with no wi ndows open. This neans it could actually quit a
2000K programto open a 1800K program thus creating a 200K fragnent in nenory.
Since the Finder asks if it's okay to quit a programin a | ow nenory situation
you can choose not to.

Reduci ng Reserved Menory for Built-in Video

Use the Monitors control panel to reduce the amount of nenory a Macintosh
reserves for built-in video. To do this, hold down the Option key while clicking
the Option button in the Mnitors control panel. This brings up a special dialog
box where you can set the naxi mum nunber of colors or grays to 256, 16, 4 or

bl ack and white. Restart your computer for menmory changes to take effect. Here's
