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Here are three questions about boot blocks and how they are copied to
System disks.  The appropriate answer follows each question.

1. When are the boot blocks copied to a new hard disk or floppy?

   The boot blocks are copied to a new hard disk or floppy disk when you copy
   a System file to the disk.

2. Are the boot blocks taken from the "boot" resource in the System file being
   copied or from the boot blocks on the source disk?

   The boot blocks are taken from the source disk unless that disk does not
   have a valid copy of the boot blocks or the disk is a file server.  In
   these cases, the boot blocks are taken from the "boot" resource in the
   System file being copied.

3. Are the boot blocks rewritten when copying a new System and Finder to a
   System disk?

   Yes, the boot blocks are rewritten when copying a new System file to a
   disk.
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
