Is this correct? |If yes, what utility do you suggest?
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In our testing, System Software 6.0.5 does NOT require the system heap size to
be adjusted to work properly with Apple or third-party software.

It is possible to run out of system heap space when using a |ot of public donain
or comrercial INITs. This may necessitate adjusting the system heap size. W
cannot nmake a recomrendation on what utility to use, but both Heap Fixer from CE
Sof tware and SUM Tools from Synantec seemto work fine.
