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What determines the order that itenms appear in the Chooser's scrolling
fields?
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The Chooser broadcasts a signal to the entire network (or zone, if
applicable) requesting that all devices of DEVI CETYPE respond with their
network information. The order in which those devices respond deterni nes
their order in the selection list. (A lightly-loaded network al nost al ways
returns the devices in the same order, because the devices aren't too busy
to respond to the Chooser inmediately.)

The order in which zone names are |isted depends on the router you're
using. Because this information is usual not dynamically conpiled, nopst
routers sort the list al phabetically for readability.
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
