Locate and click once on the application icon on your Mcintosh hard drive (not
the icon in the Launcher or an alias to the application).

Choose Get Info fromthe File nenu.

Make sure the Kind: is application programand not folder, alias' or docunent.
If it does not say application program the Menory Requirenents area will not be
vi si bl e.



For System 7.1 or greater, double click on the nunber next to the Preferred Size
box in the Menory Requirenents area.

I ncrease the amount of menory allocated to the application in the Preferred Size
box to approximately 25%to 50% nore. (Exanple: change 1000 K to 1500 K)

Close the Get Info w ndow.

The next tine you launch the application it asks the systemto allocate to it
the amount of nenory in the preferred nmenory size box. If the system does not
have the requested free RAM available, it tries to allocate a progressively
decreasi ng anount of RAMuntil it decreases to the amount in the m ni num
requi renents box in the Get Info window If the anpbunt of free RAM avail abl e
falls below the mninmum the systemreports there is not enough menory | aunch
t he application.
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
