VWhat version of systemsoftware is required? You nust have at |east System 7.1
installed to use this software. This software al so works with System 7.5, System
7.5.1, System7.5.2, System7.5.3, System7.5.5, and Mac OS 7.6.

VWhat is the problemwi th the CFM 68k Runti ne Enabl er extension? In |late
Novenber, Apple announced a bug in the CFM 68k Runti ne Enabl er extension. This
bug coul d cause random crashes and hangs, resulting in application instability
and potential |oss of data. Because of the potential seriousness of these
probl ems, Apple has recommended that custoners di sable the extension

What happens when the extension is disabled? If the CFM 68k Runtine Enabl er
extension is disabled, software which requires it will no longer run. This

i ncl udes OpenDoc, Cyberdog, LaserWiter 8.4, the Apple Media Tool, AOL 3.0, and
M crosoft Internet Explorer 3.0.

Does this updated CFM 68k Runtine Enabl er v4.0bl extension fix this bug? Apple
has reasonabl e expectations that this extension fixes the bug. It has undergone
significant testing for Apple to determine that it is reasonably stable.
However, keep in mind that this is beta software, and has not conpleted all of

Apple's quality testing.
VWhen will Apple release the final version of this extension? Apple expects to
rel ease the final version in md-Mrch. No guarantee is given, however, that

Apple will neet this ship date.

hj ect SupportlLib version 1.2 is included with this software. Is this also beta



software? No. ObjectSupportLib is officially released software. It is not beta
software. Apple includes this software to install along with the CFM 68k Runti ne
Enabl er v4.0bl because of problens using ol der versions of ObjectSupportLib with
the CFM 68k Runtime Enabl er.

My conput er uses a Power PC processor. Should | install this software? No
Conput ers using a Power PC processor do not need this extension. It is only for
conputers using the 680x0 processor.

How can | tell if ny conputer has a 680x0 processor? |If your Macintosh nodel
nunber is three digits long, then typically it has a 680x0 processor. For
exanpl e, the Quadra 950, PowerBook 520, and Perforna 600CD all have a 680x0
processor. By contrast, the Power Macintosh 6100, Power Book 1400, and Perform
6320 all have a Power PC processor

Installation |Instructions

1. If you have any critical data on your hard disk, you should back it up
before installing this software.

2. Make sure you are in the Finder by clicking on the application nmenu in
