a warni ng beep after 4 seconds). Thus, even though all features of Easy

Access Control Panel nmay be off, Slow Keys can still activate itself.
Sl ow Keys i s supposed to prevent accidental key presses by waiting a brief
amount of tine before accepting a keystroke. It nay appear as though the

keyboard is | ocked up

When this happens, turn off Slow Keys in the Easy Access control panel (the
nouse will still be functional). Be aware, however, that hol ding the
return key down again for another 8 seconds will turn it back on. The
long-termsolution is sinply to renobve Easy Access.
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
