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The Qui ckTi ne Movi e Exchange Tool kit provi des three applications:

« makemoov for Unix systens
e makenoov. exe for Ms-DOS systens
» aanoov. exe for M5 DOS systens

The two makenpov applications accept the sinplest possible file format, a
raw stream of bytes, each representing a single color. It doesn't natter
whi ch conputer is in use, the following formats are the only ones the
makenmoov applications support:

 REB triples, one byte per color; three bytes per pixel
e Gray-scal e data, one byte per pixe
* Pseudo-col or data, one byte per pixe

You can add sound to a makenmpov novie. The sound file needs to contain
22,254 6/11 |inear sanples per second with O as nost negative, 128 as
speaker at rest, and 255 as nost positive.

The aanpov.exe is specifically for converting Autodesk Animator .fli files
to Qui ckTi me novi es.

For the applications programmer, there's a C++ library (one for Unix and one
for M5-DOS) included with the Exchange Tool kit. Each library contains
definitions of seven classes and a nunber of methods for addi ng Qui ckTine
novi e creation to your own application. |If your application is capable of
reading other file formats into nenory, the library will provide tools for
writing out a QuickTine novie.



The Tool kit creates only one type of output file -- a single fork QuickTine
novie file format. On the Macintosh either a double fork or single fork
Qui ckTinme novie is acceptable to QuickTi ne.
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
