So I'mcurious how a protected di sk can be copi ed.
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A "protected" or "locked" disk, using the tabs on the back of the disk,
nmeans that its contents at that tinme can't be altered. You can copy
information fromit, but not to it.

Because you aren't altering the contents of the disk by copying information
fromit, the disk will allow you to copy. Therefore, your restore was
successful because the Apple restore application had no problens getting the
information it needed. |If you ever tried to copy to the protected di sks or
use themwi th Apple Backup, you'd then run into a problem
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
