Pi xel Paint 1.1

Pi xel Paint only works with a color nonitor, and does not work on multiple
monitors. Tools do not work anywhere, but on the primary nonitor

Super Pai nt does not support nore than 1-bit (black and white) or nmultiple
noni t ors.

Swivel 3D 1.0
Swi vel effect will not occur on secondary nmonitors. The change will not
occur until after the nobuse button is rel eased.

Concl usi on

It should also be noted that Apple, by providing a nmulti-nonitor

envi ronnent, has expanded the types of configurations applications nust
recogni ze.

Al so, sone applications exhibit different "Zoom Box" behaviors than is
usual in a multi-nmonitor set up. This does not cause any functionality
probl ens, but some behavi ors appropriate on a single nonitor nmay not be
appropriate on nultiple monitors (for exanple, which nonitor the zoom out
wi ndow appears on).
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
