Do not format Columms and Rows in JAZZ. JAZZ uses up sone RAM nenory for every
cell you format, so if you format a Colum with 8,192 cells you will rapidly
run out of RAM nenory. If you think you have formatted a colum in the

Wor ksheet, you shoul d choose Select Al fromyour Edit nenu. Look in the cel
Selection Box it will say (ex. Al..Gb6), but if it says (Al..G8192) you know
you have formatted a col utm. The same problemw Il occur if you format rows-
if the cell Selection Box says Al..lV52, you know you have fornatted a Row.
When you have formatted a Row or Col umm you shoul d choose Di sabl e Undo desk
accessory and then click on the Colum or Row heading and turn the Colum or
Row bl ack. Now, choose Format fromthe Range nenu and choose Default as the
formatti ng choice.

Choose Select Al fromthe Edit menu again to nake sure your Wrksheet is back
down to the proper size

Note: |If you think you have fornatted a Row or Colum in a small Wrksheet it
is often quicker to click and drag over the part of the Wrksheet you are
usi ng and then choose Copy fromthe Edit nenu. C ose the Wrksheet you were
wor ki ng on and open a new on and then paste in the contents of the old one.

Hi nt: Check the About JAZZ desk accessory frequently while using JAZZ it wll
| et you see how much RAMis still available. Al so, save your Wrksheets every
15 minutes so that if you get into a problemyou will not |ose too nuch work.
