1) If you are running DOS in a wi ndow under W ndows, it does not bypass
Wndows. In this situation, Wndows captures the job and prints it just
as if you were printing fromwithin a Wndows application. If you are in
DOS wi t hout W ndows | oaded, then DOS prints directly to the printer, and
W ndows is not invol ved.

2) As far as using a serial to parallel converter, we have no way to test
this and it definitely would not be a supported configuration

3) You can connected an HP LaserJet 4MPl us through a Netware 3.12 queue
using IPX. Here is how you need to setup your conputer

1) Set up a print queue on the Netware server, make sure the printer is
configured correctly for your configuration. (See the printer and/or

Net war e docunentation on howto do this if needed)

2) In Soft Wndows, |oad the appropriate network drivers. (I |oaded,
in order: Isl, etherspc, ipxodi, netx).

3) Log in to the network

4) Type in "capture /g=xxxx<cr>" where xxxx i s the queue name you want
to print to.
