PC Exchange reads the first 200 MB of data,
then continues trying to read the cartridge for varying anmounts of tine
dependi ng on how nuch information remains on the cartridge, then just displays
the information it was able to read.

A dialog inforns nme that the disk is full, then shows the directory. However,
the directories are inconplete. SyQuest inforned me that PC Exchange has trouble
readi ng DOS formatted cartridges with over 200 MB of data. Is this correct?

Yes, PC Exchange has trouble working with |arge DOS vol unes. Wen PC Exchange
runs out of nmenory it will display a truncated list of files. This Iimt varies
dependi ng on the number of files on the volunme. A smaller nunber of large files
wi Il be displayed properly and a | arger nunber of small files will be

truncat ed

This should be fixed in a future version of PC Exchange.
